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Message from the Organisers

The declaration of Commonwealth principles believes in the liberty of the individual, in equal rights for
all citizens regardless of race, colour, creed or political belief, and in their inalienable right to participate
by means of free and democratic political processes in framing the society in which they live. It recognises
racial prejudice as a dangerous sickness threatening the healthy development of the human race and
racial discrimination as an unmitigated evil of society and demands each member nation to vigorously
combat this evil within their own nation. It further claims to oppose all forms of eolonial domination
and racial eppression and committed to the principles of human dignity and equality. The declaration
then stresses the use of all its efforts to foster human eguality and dignity everywhere, and to further
the principles of self-determination and non-racialism.

What the Commonwealth of Nations believes in is commendable but can it really make the right of self-
determination as a right of every community in the commonwealth?

The Tamils in 5ri Lanka have been striving for freedom and equality since before the country's
independence in 1948, Thirty years of peaceful demands for a constitutional solution finally culminating
in an armed struggle for a further thirty years. The conflict has now been put down but the systematic
eradication of the rights of Tamils still continues unabated at an alarming rate. The deprivation of one
community is not essential for the betterment of the other unless of course it is racially motivated.
This s Sri Lankan democracy. It imposes the will of the majority to hurt and marginallise the minorities
rather than providing the right to equality, freedom of speech and their right of self-determination.
Inaction by the Commonwealth makes a mockery of its principles if one of its member countries is
allowed to continue with these human rights violations without being made to account.

Countries like 5ri Lanka should be made accountable to all the crimes against humanity it has committed
and still continues to commit with impunity, 5tate sponsored colonisation, cultural and religious
degradation, militarisation of civil service and forced displacements amongst others continue in the
north and east of 5ri Lanka. If a country cannot uphold the principles of an organisation it is a member
of, then it must be removed from it with the lass of all privileges that come with it until such time when
all the wrongs are put right.

It is our belief that the forthcoming CHOGM will address the issues pertaining to 5ri Lanka and upheld
its principles and become an organisation of relevance to the people it claims to protect and provide for
and not simply state that it is an internal problem. The Tamil problem is not an internal affair.

We would like to conclude with what Shri Rajagopalachari, the first Governor General of India once
stated “Most private wrongs are done within family walls, and most public wrongs within the borders
of States. If world opinion is to consider state frontiers socrosonct then there will be no chance for world
progress as g whole; tyranny would have received g world charter”

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A Conference output document was agreed upon in principle by all main speakers and the contents are presented
below.

The Conference recognises:

1. The tortured post-independence history of Sri Lanka with discriminatory policies and practices towards minori-
ties and major inter and intra ethnic violence leading to highly weakened institutions, governance, rule-of-law and
impunity;

2. The decades long armed conflict between the Government of Sri Lanka and the Tamil militants reaching its
conclusion in May 2009 with estimated deaths of tens of thousands of Tamil civilians in a span of few months and

the general loss of life from all communities;

3. The failure of the international institutions including the United Nations Security Council, the Commonwealth
and the international governments in preventing this human catastrophe;

4. Continued insecurity experienced by Tamil and Muslim communities regarding ongoing human rights abuses,
including disappearances, rape and torture and their marginalisation and loss of identity in their majority areas;

5. The need for communities through civil society engagement to understand and appreciate each other’s griev-
ances and fears;

6. The inability and the weaknesses of the institutions in Sri Lanka to deal with massive human rights violations
occurred and to take measures to address accountability and genuine reconciliation;

7. The paramount need for genuine reconciliation between the communities;

8. The need to establish accountability and justice through an independent and international mechanism for a sus-
tainable reconciliation to be achieved between communities;

9. India must revisit its approach and strategy towards Sti Lanka;

10. A sustainable reconciliation is only possible if there is a genuine political resolution that recognises appropriate
political representation and substantive democratic rights;

11. The need to address displaced people of all communities effectively and with urgency;
12. The need to settle displaced people in their original place of land,

13. The urgent need to stop government sponsored colonisation and ‘land grabbing’ in the North-East of Sti
Lanka;

14. The need to end the military occupation of the North-East Sri Lanka; and

15. The need to acknowledge Intra and inter community mistakes of the past by all communities.
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The Conference calls upon the international governments and the relevant institutions including the
CHOGM to:

1. Evolve necessary framework and institutional arrangements to pre-
vent recurrence of such events in any part of the world;

2. BEffectively address the alleged war crimes and crimes against human-
ity committed by all parties during the war in Sri Lanka as a deterrent
for such events ever happening again;

3. Take all necessary steps to implement the UN Panel recommenda-
tions in its entirety;

4. Implement measures that will encourage the Government of Sri
Lanka to cooperate in addressing these issues and until such time deny-
ing Sri Lanka the privileges bestowed on respectable members of the
international community including hosting of events such as CHOGM
2013 and 2018 commonwealth games; and
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5. Pro-active facilitation of processes that will allow for accountability, repa-
ration, resettlement, negotiated political solution, and true reconciliation.

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Sri Lanka's Attempts to Discredit Outspoken Critics Illustrates
Regime's Desperation

"The Government of Sti Lanka's (GoSL) attempts at discrediting those who have come forward and spoken out
illustrate the desperation of a regime that has no other means of rebuttal," said Dr. Sam Pari, National Spokesper-
son of the Australian Tamil Congress.

"The GoSL has also attacked non-Tamils in the wider community, including politicians, eminent persons and hu-
man rights activists, who have spoken in support of a genuine accountability process in Sti Lanka," she added.

"This is a regime that has categorically denied bombing hospitals, shelling safe-zones and the death and disappearn-
ces of thousands of Tamils before, during and since the war despite overwhelming evidence. If the regime is capa-
ble of such lies, why are they not capable of fabricating other stories to discredit people strong enough to stand up
against them?" she asked.

"From England to Australia, the GoSL's tactic to discredit Tamil eye witnesses is a racial argument which essential-
ly asserts that those who speak up for war crimes accountability are liars and terrorists or terrorist sympathisers,"

she added.

"Even if one is sympathetic to the idea of a Tamil homeland, such sympathy does not mean that these individuals
lack credibility as witnesses," said Dr. Pari.

"Furthermore, the evidence given by these eye-witnesses are not new allegations but rather claims backed by nu-
merous reputable independent organisations including the United Nations Expert Panel, Human Rights Watch,
Amnesty International, International Crisis Group and International Commission of Jurists," said Dr. Pari.

"Those who speak now are the few that survived the blood bath. Since the GoSL cannot murder or incarcerate
these individuals as it would on the island, Sti Lanka chooses to attack their character since it knows it cannot re-
fute their allegations of war crimes with exculpatory facts," said Dr. Pari.

LAST weekend, representatives of 54 countries, mostly heads of government, attended the biennial Commonwealth Heads
of Government Meeting.

High on the agenda was a report by the Eminent Persons Group, established to reinvigorate the Commonwealth, strength-
en its secretariat and transform its approach to human rights.

The group included former Australian High Court justice Michael Kirby, former British foreign secretary Malcolm Rifkind,
former Malaysian prime minister Tun Abdullah Ahmad Badawi and Mozambique's former first lady (and wife of Nelson
Mandela) Graca Machel, among others.

The group's recommendations wete unanimous. But the assembled leaders ignored its key recommendation, which con-
cerned the establishment of a human rights commissioner to oversee and report on the actions of member governments.
